The madrasa consists of a number of rooms ar-
ranged around a central open courtyard surrounded

by four covered areas, each consists of rooms pre- |

cede_d by a riwaq overlooking the courtyard. The
plan includes a mosque and a mausoleum - occupy-
ing the_corner of the building - as well as shops in
the main facade (plate 1/225). After sometime the
madrasa was transformed into a Tekiyya
(monastery) for the darawishes. The gibla iwan (the
mosque) is at the middle of the south-east covered
area, which is almost a square area with a mihrab in
the background composed of a semi cricular niche
crqwned by a pointed arched hood preceded by a
pointed arched recess, supported on two octagonal
marble columns. The mihrab is free of decoraiions
except for a calligraphic band extending downwards
to the bottom of the mihrab’s hood, as well as to its
spandrels and the arch of the preceding recess.

Above each window in the facade is a flat lintel
decorated with compound fioral ornamentations,
followed by a tympanum, then a relieving arch of
compound joggled voussoirs, and on the sides of
the lintels and the refieving arches there are rec-
tangular areas bound by intersecting profiles.
These areas are decorated with fioral plaitwork,
and the profiles extend downwards to bound the
sides of the two windows. Above the relieving arch
there is a recessed area containing a calligraphic
inscription bound by intersecting profiles as well
{photo 1/52). In both the north and west corners
there are two compact columns with a stalactetic
capitals. The kuttab on the other hand, which is lo-
cated on top of the sabil, has two facades, each
has a dual arcade of two horse-shoe arches bound
by an intersecting profile. Those two arches are
supported on a round marble columns and there is
a balustrade of turnery wood beneath the arcade.
