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Khnum was represented in different shapes which refer to the
variety of his cult places, firstly the form of ram which came (a)
with horizontal horns, named ovis longipes palaeoaegyptiacus, (b)
with a short bent horns, named ovis platra—egyptiaca, and (c) with

both horizontal and bent horns.
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Hilzheimer stated that when this ram became extinct it was
replaced by a goat which was represented with bent horns and
beard, and both ram and goat figures may have originated from the

transition period, secondly, the forms of a human with horizontal

ram horns show khnum represented in the form of flat horned ram
with human body E, holding the scepter | and the symbole of life
%and wearing the white crown.
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Thirdly, khnum was represented with a four-fold rams' horns
which Mercer explains was linked to the sources of the Nile.
Keimer illustrated the appearance of this kind of ram which was
found in North Africa. This form referred to the beginning of the
world and was the oldest kind of ram known in Egypt since

prehistoric period.
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Wells explained such figured as a type of the primeval creative
force, the first ram's head was the head of Ra and symbolized
khnum of 3bw, the the second was the head of shw and symbolized
khnum of Latopolis (Esna) who was described in the Heliopolis
myth as b3 °nh n §w 'The living soul of shw'. The third ram's head

was the head of Gb and refers to khnum of Hatwert and the fourth



one was the head of Osiris and symbolized khnum as lord of

Hypselis (Mendes).
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Khnum can take the form of Osiris described as 'lord of the
sky', who sits on the high throne'. He was connected also with
sobek, so that his union with the Nile made him lord of the
crocodile, and god of water. The creator god khnum bore many

titles.
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2— Satet

Satet was the principal goddess of the traid and the assistant of
khnum. Her name means "Archer' so she was considered to be one

who strikes the water of the nile and directed it towards Egypt. The



name of satet, sti.t or stt was written, and in the old kigdom, it also
appeared in the text of Pepi Il in the form styt. In the Middle
kingdom ..... and in the New kingdom ....... This name might be
connected with the root of s3t "to shot' to throw or to eject’, or it

may come from the root of sti.t which mean 'scatter’, 'sow seed’
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
