Egypt is considered a revival example which represented the
impact of economic crises on the scientific life in Egypt and its
flourishing during The MamlukCircassianperiod (784-923 H \ 1382-1517
AD),Specially, when scientific movement progress had engaged with
endowments (waqf) system during this period. This engaging had
affected on educational side according to the impact of economic crises
on the endowments (waqf) system, Through historical sources it could be
cleared thar there was a deeply relationship between increasing of (wagf)
income and flourishing of scientific life, And scientific life had defected
if any economic crises affected on (waqgf) system.

The impact of economic crisese could be cleared on all elements of
scientific & educational system in Egypt in that period such as
(educational constructions , scholars, students, salaries & ...etc). Also,
This impact affected clearly on both of quantity & quality of all previous
elements.
